Serving 70 Years and Countingé 
 
On April 7, 1946, Wanda Dickey became a 
member of First Baptist Church.   Seventy 
years in one church family is quite an 
accomplishment, so our profile this month 
focuses on her story.   
 
Wandaôs family lived next door to a small 
country church called New Zion Missionary 
Baptist church and they attended there as 
children.  She was saved at a revival in 
Wayne City, it actually started with an evangelist coming to the school and talking to the 
students about the revival.  ñYou canôt do that now,ò  she pointed out.  At this revival, 
ñthe preacher said if you were already a Christian turn around and find someone who 
wasnôt and witness to them.  Archie Sanders was the principal of Wayne City High 
School and who was I behind but him.ò  He shared the gospel with Wanda and she 
accepted Christ that night and she was later baptized in Skillet Fork.  Still today Wanda 
talks fondly of Mr. Sanders and the positive influence he had on so many children. 
 
Wanda moved to Fairfield after she graduated high school and shortly after began 
working at the  abstract office, which led to her joining the church here in 1946.  She 
remembers attending church in the courthouse after the church building burned down, 
ñthere wasnôt any occupancy in the courthouse on Sundays,ò she shared with a smile.  
The preacher gave his sermon from the judgeôs bench and she doesnôt remember a piano, 
ñbut there must have been a piano somewhere, because you couldnôt have church without 
music.ò   The classrooms were in the open wherever they could fit.  Choir practice 
couldn't be held in the courthouse, so someone hosted it in their home, ñshe served us hot 
doughnuts made out of mashed potatoes, but that was an incentive to come.ò  The choir 
had maroon robes made by hand.  ñYou know you have to do things to keep people 
involved and most of the members did all the work of the sewing.ò

She was left thinking, ñI donôt have any hobbies, what will I do?ò  But, ñthe Lord providesò  
and she spends her days now taking care of her sister Vera as well as serving the church 
family.  She has been faithful in recording important historical information about First 
Baptist along with bulletins and notes about previous members.   She served 30 years in the 
church library.  In the last 60 years there have been many folks come through the doors, and 
she remembers more names that you would think.   
 
Wanda has many great memories of being in church and many who taught her along the way.  
She shared that when they were children, she and her sister Vera cleaned the little church 
next door.  Today Wanda and Vera are still serving the church, as they have taken care of the 
bulletins and Tidings mailings ñsince Edna Mae was the secretary.ò   
 
God has blessed Wanda, bringing her through many trials including cancer and she is quick 
to point out that along the way He has provided all she needs.  We are very blessed to have 
Wanda as a member of our church family, she serves faithfully and is always a joy to spend 
time with.
